3.3 Assessment of Waste Reduction Programs

5.1.2 Assurance of 10-Year Capacity
Demonstrate sufficient disposal capacity to handle the projected amount of solid waste from each jurisdiction for the ten-year planning period. � Source reduction is any action taken to prevent the generation of waste in the first place.  It can include reducing the amount of solid wastes generated at the source; redesigning of products or packaging so that less material is used, resulting in fewer discarded materials; voluntary or imposed behavioral changes in the use of materials which results in the selection of products and materials which last longer, or reduce the amount of materials discarded; or increasing the durability and reusability of materials to result in longer lasting products.
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
